When the Rotarian has completed eight of the following goals, he or she will exchange the round red name badge for the smaller rectangular badge. There is no deadline or time limit, but Guides should help the new member to complete the process as soon as possible. The red badge signifies a member who is eager to meet and get to know other Rotarians, so let's all show them that we're glad they have joined the Charlotte Rotary Club.

New Member Goals
1 .    Attend a meeting at another Rotary Club, obtaining an attendance card.

2.     Ask the President for a committee assignment and attend a committee meeting.

3.     Actively participate in at least one club function such as: Art Auction, Read To Me,

        Athletic Event Ticket Takers, Youth Fair, etc.

4.     Attend a Rotary District event.

5.     Give a brief (3 to 4 min.) autobiographical talk before the entire club.

6.     Attend a Fireside meeting with your sponsor (Guide).

7.     Sponsor a new member (once you feel comfortable with the process) and serve as his

        or her Rotary Guide.

8.     Make a financial pledge to the Rotary Foundation (R. F.) or become a Sustaining

        Member of R. F . (see the Treasurer for automatic billing options).

9.     Help organize a Rotary social event or fund raiser.

10.    Provide documented evidence of your personal contribution of time and talent to a 

         community or charitable event.

11.    Provide documented evidence of your personal contribution of time and talent to a 

         service project within your vocational area.

12.    Sit with and get to know at least five Rotarians that you did not already know before 

         joining Rotary.

13.    Achieve perfect Rotary attendance for at least two months (any nine consecutive 

         meetings).

14.    Invite a Rotary Exchange Student to dinner (pick up and return student to MSU).
