DISTRICT SIMPLIFIED GRAND FUNDING QUESTION ANSWERED

A question was posed during the Grant Writing Breakout Session at last weekend's District Conference about allowable sources of funding that clubs could use to support their half of a matching Distinct Simplified Grant.

Here is the answer!

Clubs can use any source of club funds they wish, as directed by their own boards.  So whether the club's contribution comes from the club treasury or from the club's foundation does not matter when figuring the amount of matching DSG funds applied for.  If other non-Rotary organizations are participating in the project, they need to identified, (item 2 of application), and non-matched funding from other sources outside the club, (whether Rotary or not), is to be identified, (item 6 of application).

So whether the club's contribution comes from the club treasury or from the club's foundation does not matter.
