Rotary was founded in 1905 in Chicago by Paul P. Harris.  It became the world’s first and most international service club.


Rotary has become a worldwide organization of business and professional leaders that provides humanitarian service, encourages high ethical standards in all vocations and helps build goodwill and peace throughout the world.  Approximately 1.2 million Rotarians belong to more than 31,000 clubs located in 166 countries.


Rotary club membership represents a cross-section of the community’s business and professional men and women.  The world’s Rotary clubs meet weekly and are non-political, non-religious and open to all cultures and creeds.


The main objective of Rotary is service – in the community, in the workplace and throughout the world.  The Rotary motto is Service Above Self.


Although Rotary Clubs develop autonomous service programs, all Rotarians worldwide are united in a campaign for the global eradication of polio.  In the 1980s, Rotarians raised US $240 million to immunize the children of the world; by 2005, Rotary’s centenary year and the target date for certification of a polio-free world, the Polio-Plus program contributed US$500 million to the cause as well as an army of volunteers to promote and assist at national immunization days in polio-endemic countries around the world.

Gull Lake Area Rotary Club was organized in 1954, originally known as the Rotary Club of Augusta. In 1968, the name was changed to the Rotary Club of Augusta-Gull Lake. In 1976 the name was changed to Gull Lake Area Rotary Club.


Currently, there are over 60 members, some maintaining their membership for over 40 years. Through these years, GLARC has been a leading force in the Richland/Gull Lake Area for volunteerism by assisting local, regional and international projects through funding and hands-on support.
